The following is a general overview of the guidelines used to award Yard of the Month:

If you notice an after hours
emergency, such as damage to

1) Curbside Appeal: Consideration for Yard of the Month is given to what is visible from the
common area that thl’eatens i street. The committee does not trespass into homeowner backyards. Side yards are included

2) Grass should be healthy with no bare spots or excessive weeds. Indeed, patches and areas of
dead / missing grass are the biggest disqualifier for consideration.

3) Landscaping beds should be weeded and edged, flowers should be deadheaded as necessary

and dead and “woody” plants removed. Annuals, flowers and color are not mandatory but will

help in the event of a tie.

5) “18-month rule”: The same property cannot receive more than one award in an 18-month

period.

6) Agreement to display sign: If a homeowner does not want the Yard of the Month sign in

their yard, the award is then given to the runner up.

7) Landscaping mulch is not mandatory but will help in the event of a tie.
